Dinner by Moira Buffini. This Olivier nominated play follows all three courses of
a lavish soiree, organised by Paige, a jaded socialite, to commemorate the
launch of her husband’s new book. As the guests arrive, it become gradually
clearer that Paige may have other, much more sinister, plans for the evening.
